ELA Preparation Reading Comprehension Tests - Students will continue to take comprehension diagnostic tests, but they will be less frequent than once a week.  Assessments are designed to simulate timed reading passages that students will see on the ELA in May.  In order to diagnose areas that need focus, these tests are designed to take 15-20 minutes to complete and will be sent home for a parent signature.

Honors:

· We are working on a poetry unit this week.  We will then move on to a two-day ELA Reading/Writing task to prepare and practice for that portion of the ELA.
· Students will have an introduction to Elizabethan England, William Shakespeare, and The Globe Theatre to prepare for The Taming of the Shrew(which should take us to mid April). Regents:
